Please note that this number includes casual staff no longer working, fixed term staff
whose terms have expired, employees on parental leave who choose not to return to
work, employees who resigned for health reasons, staff retirements and staff
relocating outside of the rohe.

2. The number of RN/EN vacancies currently at Te Whatu Ora, Te Matau a Maui is 85
RN’s and one enrolled nurse.
